They can’t go out during the day and can only be killed by a stake to the heart, decapitation or set
on fire.Than you have Dhampirs (Hybrid) - part vampire, part human...do not drink blood. Most
Dhampirs train to be the guardians of the Moroi. They have special abilities such has fast reflexes,
keen eyesight and hearing. They are strong and are able to take on a Strigoi only after being trained
