This book is, at best, an overview of the origin of the Games and how cities win, conduct, and, most
often, regret staging the Olympic Games. The book really fails to capture any of the drama of the
Games themselves, and we learn little about actual competitors. Also, areas of emphasis are odd --
the massacre of Israeli athletes isn’t given any more coverage than the evolution of judo in the
Olympics. | think the book really lacks drama, which is sad, because the Games themselves, the
competitors, and the politics surrounding it all, are filled with drama. Still, if you want an overview of

the history of the Games and how they evolved, you may find the content interesting.
