I had heard Marc talk about this book at a conference last year, and his enthusiasm for the project

had all attendees anxious to get a copy. I just got one for my library today, and it was worth the wait!

First of all, the design of the book is flawless. I can imagine my middle school students picking it up

just because they're attracted by the cover, and the square shape, familiar to students as an

Instagram format, but also reminiscent of Taro's photos taken with her Reflex-Korelle camera. The

layout compels you to keep turning pages, but you will linger over the photos--and text--for hours.

This is the type of nonfiction our students deserve--written without condescending to them, and with

such obvious attention to each detail. The appendices, descriptions of the political figures in the

book, and timeline will all help students deepen their understanding. There is also a website for the

book created by the International Center for Photography that provides further detail on the

photographs. This book belongs in every middle and high school library!
