Other than a short plug for his new novel in the opening two paragraphs,

the rest of the short story is entirely its own creation ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€œ which is a great thing for

readers and fans of Dean Koontz.Many of these now popular short ebooks that appear weeks

before the new novels they seek to promote are lacking in every area except, of course, marketing

ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€œ but with THE NEIGHBOR Koontz really delivers a great short story.Malcolm and

his sister Amalia are close siblings, made closer by parents who are indifferent towards them and



each other.
