Tricky Vic is a little-known

subject, and some may wonder if there's an audience for this title. However, this is an intriguing

account, and through sidebars, the book offers some effective avenues for discussing related

historical events, people, and places, such as Al Capone, Prohibition, counterfeiting, and Alcatraz.
