My only complaint is the lack of coverage in certain areas (| live in Denton county and it would have
been neat to find out what's been spotted here), but | can appreciate that it's very difficult to cover
all of Texas in one book. Most of the birding "hot spots," parks, and cities do get treatment, and the
information and insights should be very helpful to beginners and experienced birders alike. Perhaps

future editions will bring additional contributions to fill in some of the holes.
